IMPACT IF BUDGET CONSTRAINED TO TIER 1 ($206M)

The primary impact would be reduced ability to provide several categories of operational FAA research sponsors with the bioengineering, biochemical, and biomedical data needed to do their jobs.  The second impact would be the inability of the FAA to generate the necessary accident analyses, advisory materials, and regulations dependent on the referenced types of data.  The third impact would be the inability to ameliorate categories of human injury and death associated with adverse outcomes in civil aviation.  The fourth impact would be a reduction in the manning of a proven in-house research team, with increased future reliance on contract research equivalents.  The fifth impact would be reduced ability to maintain the health and well-being of the aircraft cabin occupant.
