The Committee’s recommendation to maintain the FY 1999 funding level in FY 2000 will restrict most priority efforts to bare-bones in-house capability, without any resources to continue support of the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health Cabin Air Quality study ordered by Congress.  The laser research study and research into the use of Automated External Defibrillators on aircraft, also ordered by Congress, would be severely hampered.  The ability of Aeromedical Research to respond to requests from the FAA’s Aviation General Counsel, Aircraft Certification, Flight Standards, and Aviation Medicine would be severely limited.  Aeromedical Research would have the bare minimum requirements necessary to retain in-house staff and continue in-house projects such as:  toxicological analysis of specimens from aviation accidents and surface accidents received from the NTSB (NTSB Safety Order A-84-93); and, biodynamic testing of child restraint systems and seats used in new aircraft.
